European Commission awards a 30 million Euro information and communication project to an INTRASOFT International-led consortium
Bruxelles, May, 9, 2006 -- One of the most important services on information and communication initiatives in the areas of research and technological development of the E.U. has been awarded to a consortium lead by INTRASOFT International, member of INTRACOM HOLDINGS.

INTRASOFT International submitted a successful proposal for Lot 1, the largest Lot, titled “Creation of information products (written material and website content)”. Lot 1 project’s budget amounts to maximum 30,000,000 Euro, of which INTRASOFT International budget reaches 12,000,000 Euro. 
The project is very important in the context of E.U. mandate to enhance citizens’ awareness regarding the research and technological policies and results in Europe under its framework programmes FP5, FP6 and FP7. 
This project enables INTRASOFT International to further establish its presence in the areas of information and communication publishing, extending thus its expertise in content management, editorial activities and information dissemination for the European Commission.
Moreover, it is worth mentioning that INTRASOFT International has been working with Research Directorate-General within the framework of Electronic Proposal Submission System (EPSS) since 2002.
