Steady developing progress
Suzuki presented increase by 1.1% of car sales during the period January-September 2008 compared to the relevant nine-month period of 2007. Suzuki’s new car sales amounted to 11,285 units in the present nine-month period compared 11,161 sales of the relevant period of 2007. Based on registrations Suzuki cars’ market share amounted to 5.3% remaining at the same level of 2007 occupying the 6th position among of all car manufacturers.

Significant increase both in sales and in registrations presented Suzuki motorcycles’ sales in the period January- September 2008. Suzuki’s new motorcycles sales amounted to 6,116 in the present nine-month period compared to 4,356 sales of the relevant period of 2007 presenting an increase of 40.4%.
Based on registrations Suzuki motorcycles’ market share amounted to 8.4% compare to 6.3% of 2007 occupying the 4th position among of all motorcycle manufacturers. In the big category >126cc, which is Suzuki’s main market, Suzuki occupied the second position among of all motorcycle manufacturers, in front of Honda and Yamaha.
Suzuki’s car sales in Bulgaria amounted to 832 units increased by 32.7% compared to the relevant nine-month period of 2007, with Suzuki’s market share raising to 2.5% presenting a significant increase of 56.3% compared to 1.6% which it occupied in the local market in 2007.

The activity of distributing cars and motorcycles in FYROM is developing evenly while in parallel within 2008 began the distribution of Suzuki cars and motorcycles in Albania with the first market messages being particularly encouraging.
In retail sector, where the company has the most extended network in the Greek market, it is in progress the reorganisation and incorporation of the activities acquired by Kontellis and Koulouris, aiming in 2009 the retail sector to present positive results.

In total, in the first nine-month period of 2008, company’s sales in the retail sector reached 10,420 cars compared to 7,029 cars of the relevant period of 2007.
Concerning the affiliated companies, the Group was reinforced by the acquisition of Ergotrak by S&B and the undertaken of dealership of trucks and buses for MAN, while their general progress is presented in line with company’s forecasts.
In Panergon, Daf trucks sales amounted to 156 units with a market share of 9.2%, while Temsa trucks’ and buses’ sales amounted to 173 units increased by 31% compared to the relevant sales of the nine-month period of 2007. Tractors’ sales of Landini and Valpadana amounted to 467 units with company’s market share rising to 17.9%, percentage which it classifies in the first position of the market for third continuous year.
In Executive Lease, LTR fleet cars present an increase of 14.3% compared to the relevant nine-month period of 2007 and it amounts to 3,350 cars reaching sales of € 15.1 mil. Respectively raised are sales in RAC which amounted to € 9.5 mil. presenting an increase of 14.2% compared to last year nine-month period.
Athoniki Techniki continues its developing course with emphasis in big developments (big shopping centres, development of professional places, big residential). The business for the construction of the shopping centre in Ioannina already began, which is being developed in cooperation with Sonae Sierra, while it is in progress the licensing of Nauplion’s project which includes shops, professional places and residences.
The efforts of SFAKIANAKIS’ Group of companies for continuous development and better organisation have become more intensive in order to continue the good progress, to reassure the maintenance of the extensive and healthy sales network as well as the leading position that it occupies in the Greek market.
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
